WIREWORLD ECLIPSE 6

Here’s a relatively high end RCA
phono interconnect from a relatively
enigmatic cable company, in this
country at least. US-based Wireworld
nevertheless have an impressive
pedigree, having been around for
nearly twenty years and gathered an

enthusiastic following in so doing.
The Eclipse 6 comes impressively
presented in a lavish box, whilst the
cable itself is immaculately finished

- looking like the proverbial piece of
‘male jewellery’ with its gentle gold
lustre, black netting and beautiful
black metal phono plugs. Described
as having the company’s DNA Helix
construction, the cable itself uses
silver-clad OFC copper conductors,
10 AWG (4.6mm?2) in diameter, with
low inductance flat conductors which
are said to “provide higher fidelity
than conventional cables”. These
conductors are stacked and twisted
together inside round PVC jackets,
the idea being to cut inductance,
and this forms the thinking behind
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Wireworld's Composite Dielectric
Technology. The Silver Tube phono
plugs themselves sport silver coated
oxygen-free copper contacts.
Sequential length markings are fitted,
making life easier for installers. A
lifetime warranty is given. Wireworld
sells them in lengths of 0.5m, Im and
2m, terminated in a choice of XLRs

or RCA phono

plugs. The overall look and feel of
the Eclipse 6 is that of a very swish,
expensive product, but as for the
sound?

This is a distinctive cable to
listen to, inasmuch as it announces
itself to the listener immediately.
This isn’t necessarily a bad thing of
course, as all cables have their own
character; the question is whether
it's a welcome one or not. In the
case of the Eclipse 6, it will be very
welcome to users needing something
able to pep up an otherwise loose or
lacklustre sounding source, or put a
tiger in the tank of their pre-power
amplifier combination. It is very tight,
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open and lively to listen to, letting
music sparkle out at you through
the loudspeakers with a lustre that's
not normally available from a cable
even at this sort of price. Bass is taut
but brilliantly dynamic; not for the
Eclipse 6 a warm, woolly demeanour.
Low frequencies positively fire out
at the listener, the Wireworld cable
making for a gripping listen. Across
the midband it's like a spry.
) sunny autumn morning, all
vivid colour and spectacularly
crisp images, with just the slightest
hint of a chill in the air. It's in no
way harsh or bright you understand,
it's just that it doesn't set out to
warm the cockles of your heart, or
any other bit of you.Treble is a joy;
delicate, well articulated and spacious,
yet totally devoid of grain. It's a
quintessential silver-plated copper
cable, in the very best sense; no clang
from pure silver, yet virtually nothing
in the way of the hash or mush
of copper. Overall, an impressive
new piece of wire that deserves to
succeed, especially in valve or vinyl-
based systems where it complements
perfectly. DP
